Kellie Burrows, from the American Cancer Society, appeared to talk about the work of the American Cancer Society and the 
River Falls Relay For Life, scheduled for March 26-27, 2010.  Her presentation included a slide show of last yearÕs Relay for 
Life, and she began by thanking Rotary for their years of involvement with our spaghetti supper and our contributions to the 
event.

Her involvement with the Cancer Society has a very personal dimension that provides a great deal of motivation for her work.  
Life brings all of us with turns and unexpected challenges, and she Þrmly believes that ÒGodÕs surprises  are better than your 
plans.Ó 

Kellie brießy talked about her history in River Falls, since coming here for College 25 years ago.  She had been actively 
engaged professionally in the Cities, and one of her employees had taken an afternoon off to get a mamogram.  When that 
employee returned to work, she strongly encouraged Kellie to also be tested, and she went in for an exam that she had 
postponed for several years.  After a series of tests came back with the words: ÒyouÕve got cancerÓ she was in shock for several 
days, attempting to continue to work.   A subsequent DoctorÕs visit informed her that she would need chemo in addition to 
surgeryÑanother shocking development.  Family and friends continued to provide essential support, along with excellent 
medical care.  (She also talked about the cat that her husband Bob, of the RF Journal, got her after her diagnosis, and how it 
provided a special touch at a vulnerable time.)  

She Þnished surgery and chemo with an excellent prognosis, when she learned that her job had been eliminated in the 
downturns of the economy.  Almost as shocked as her initial diagnosis, she began to get involved as a volunteer with the local 
Relay for Life committee.  That commitment helped her become aware of the opening as a regional director for the American 
Cancer Society.  Again she says GodÕs surprises can lead us in new directions.

The American Cancer Society is a nation-wide community-based organization with a four pronged mission.  Kellie talked 
about the SocietyÕs commitment to:
1) Education about the causes, treatments and places to get accurate information about cancer.  She handed our cards with 

information numbers and the saying ÒHaving cancer is hard. Finding help shouldnÕt be.Ó
2) Research on causes and treatments for cancer.  Kellie reported that research helped to save her life.  A drug developed 6 years 

ago through support from ACS provided an essential part of  her treatment process.
3) Advocacy for reform of  health care treatment for cancer patients.
4) Service, to provide community help, such as a 24 hour help line and coordinating the involvement of volunteers to provide 

needed support for cancer patients.

None of these activities could be possible without fundraising. The Relay for Life is the core activity for raising funds, and well 
as involving and educating the community about the disease, providing support for those who have lost loved ones, and 
celebrating those who are cancer survivors.  RotaryÕs involvement with the local event, as well as the sponsorship by Rotary 
businesses contributed to the $178K raised here last year, and over $1M raised in River Falls since the event started.

Plan to join us at the Relay for Life on March 26-27 this year and make possible more success stories like those we are 
celebrating.  Thanks to Kellie for sharing her story and her important work with us.
