Nicaragua and Ocotal

Tony introduced Juan lIrias, by telling about the leader in Nicaragua of the River Falls/Ocotal Sister
Cities project who met a young boy from the farm who couldnOt afford to go to school. The leader
provided some support, and that young man started Prst grade at the age of 12, then went on to complete
high school and then earn a bachelorOs degree in International Management. That young man, Juan
Irias, Prst visited our area in 1992, and he has recently left a job at a bank to work in leadership for 18
months at Camp St. Croix.

Nicaragua was a colony of Spain, but has been independent since 1821. The ofPcial language continue
to be Spanish, but English, Miskito, Sumo and Rama are also spoken. The country is the largest and
least densely populated in Central America, but the population of 5.9 Million is the poorest in the region.
The country exports about $2.6M annually primarily agricultural products like coffee, corn, and cattle;
but they import $4.8M. This imbalance has led many to migrate to other countries where they can bnd
work.

The economy was actually Rourishing in the 19500s and 600s, but a series of rebellion and civil wars frc
the 19700s through the early 19900s devastated much of the country. Many of us have heard of tl
Samoza dictatorships and the struggles between the Sandinistas and the American-backed Contras, bt
many of us didnOt know that the U.S. occupied the country from 1909 until the great depression in 1933.
In fact, Ocotal is the only city in the Americas to be bombed from the air, when US Marines were
attacked by Sandino rebels in 1927 and they struck back with dive bombers.

Juan showed a number of photos of Ocotal and talked about itOs features. A relatively small town o
approximately 42,000 people, the city is the capital of Nueva Segovia and is on the Pan-American
Highway. Founded by the Spanish in 1534, the name comes from a Native word for pine resin. The

economy is largely agricultural. Rice and beans are both the most prominent crops and the staples of the
diet. They also grow excellent coffeeNincluding the most expensive selection in a recent auction.

Juan also told us a bit about his family, with 9 sisters and 2 brothers growing up in very poor
circumstances. He shared photos of his wife and daughter, and talked about his plans and hopes for th
future. We learned a great deal about his home country and we will him all the best in the future.
